_purchase contract is normally written to include all veal property; that is all aspects of the property that are fastened down
or an integral part of the structure. For example, this would include light fixtures, drapery rods, attached mirrors, trees and

shrubs in the ground. It would not include potted places, free-standing refrigevators, washer/dryers, microwaves, bookcases,
swag lamps, etc.
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If there is any uncertainty whether an item is included in the sale or not, it is best ”lsstev e ' .
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to be sure that the particular item is mentioned in the purchase agreement as SAALD

being included; or excluded: er (i
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
